forms, styles, and techniques, fostering a nuanced appreciation for the diversity within modern visual 

arts 

3. Investigating the evolution and interplay of visual art forms, styles, and techniques across different 

cultures and periods, leading to a deeper understanding of the interconnectedness of modern visual arts 

on a global scale
