HUM1020 | Humanities | 3 credits

course will include cultural expressions from the western canon and may also include expressions from around the
globe. Student learning outcomes: students will demonstrate knowledge of arts and ideas and synthesize
information from various sources; students will analyze and interpret selected expressions of arts and ideas;
students will compare and contrast selected expressions of arts and ideas; and students will identify contextual
influences on the development of interdisciplinary arts and ideas.
